(Rex) Nettleford has had yet another 
honour conferred on him. He has 
been Installed as a Fellow of the 
Institute of Jamaica. 

The ceremony took place at the 
Little Theatre In Kingston on Mon­
day. November 27. 19�9. 

The Council of the Institute of 
Jamaica conferred the honour on· 
Professor Nettleford "In recognition 
of his pre-eminence In the fields of 
culture and the arts and In recogni­
tion of his outstanding and lasting 
contribution to the enrichment and 
definition of a Caribbean aesthltic, 
particularly In the field of dance." 
"It Is seldom that a country can 
boast one lndtvldual In whom are 
combined so many outstanding and 
diverse talents - talents which 
have been used throughout a life­
time for the service ana betterment 
of a people, and which have been 
sought by governments and Institu­
tions of most countries In the 
world," his citation reads. 

Professor Nettleford was lauded 
for his academic and literary 
achievements and his contribution 
to adult education, government and 
politics. 

In his reply, Professor Nettleford
