Beverly Manley accepted a basket of flower on hel
hehall.

It was Dr. Manley, also, who unveiled the plaque 0
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ManleyYs birthplace

assisted by a farmer Frank Ellis. And on the plat-
form sitting close by Prime Minister Manley was
Mrs. Clarice Durrant the daughter of Sarah Mat-
thews who.was the nurse of the late National Hero in
his infancy.

Mr. Manley also quoted excerpts from his father’s
farewell speech. in-which he spoke of ‘‘mission ac-
complished.”” And at the end there was a recording
of parts of that speech as it was delivered.

Governor General Florizel Glasspole who for
vears worked closely with the late National Hero
read the citation to his memory.
