He is
known as a critic and acknowledged as a poet, and his creative work
has been included in several anthologies. His verse is sensitive and
introspecti"e, taking ilS subjects from a variety of comu.onplace
observations, chance remarks, and ~rsonal encounters. His poems
are subtle and flexible in form, often melancholy in tone, and invari­
ably invite a sympathelic human response. In this respect his poems
are noteworthy in modern West Indian verse, where the familiar
emphasis is upon reaction and the rejection of Ihe commonplace
perhaps especially if it appears to lean 011 sentiment. Baugh's poetry
has made him ""'ell known, as also have his scholarly introductions to
a numb('r of recent anthologies. He has written a brief but valuabk
and unique survey of West Indian poetry.
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
